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Strategic Location 

 The three Municipalities 
and the portion of the Regional 
District that comprise the Comox 
Valley are unique and distinctive 
from each other. Although the 
people, businesses and infrastruc-
ture are intertwined, each jurisdic-
tion has its own history and cul-
tural make up. The Comox Valley 
consists of approximately 1700 
square km of land. 
 
 Courtenay was named 
after Rear Admiral George William 
Courtenay who sailed the HM Con-
stance along the Coast of Vancou-
ver Island over 150 years ago. 
Incorporated on January 1, 1915 
the City, covers approximately 
17.02 square km of land area.  
 
 Komuckway means “plenty” in the local Native tongue and there certainly is plenty 
of wildlife and natural resources in the Comox Valley. European settlers adapted the name 
to Komoux, then finally to Comox. Comox has long been a proud Military Town, with roots 
going back to it’s first Navel Training Base in 1876. The Town of Comox was Incorporated 
on January 14, 1946 and is located directly East of Courtenay, extending out onto the Co-
mox Peninsula that creates the Comox Harbor. The Comox land area is 14.20 square km. 
 
 Today Cumberland is considered a Historic Village, and is located approximately 9 
km to the South West of Courtenay. It is the oldest of the three larger communities within 
the Comox Valley and celebrated its 100th anniversary in 1998. Cumberland covers about 
29.74 Square km in land area. When coal was discovered here in the last century, the 
area suddenly enjoyed the popularity of a gold-rush town. Coal was a precious commodity 
needed to fuel the large fleet of British navy ships, which sailed the Pacific. Cumberland 
was formed and was soon swelling with entrepreneurial miners and get rich quick hope-
fuls. Chinese labour was hired and a thriving city was quickly established.  
 
 British Columbia’s only military airbase is located in the Comox Valley next to the 
Town of Comox. Canadian Forces Base Comox was opened as a Royal Air force Base in 
1942 and was officially constituted as a Royal Canadian Air Force aerodrome on May 1, 
1943.
